Altering mood and syntax



The purpose of this assignment is for us as readers to more fully appreciate what Faulkner has accomplished in As I Lay Dying.  He wrote in the voices of 15 different narrators, whose styles often varied widely (consider the Darl and Jewel sections we read in class together).  
You have already completed the first part of our assignment—narrating an event from your life from three different perspectives.  
For the next part, your task is to continue working with your narratives to ensure that each perspective has its own unique writing style.  Here are some suggestions for differentiating your narratives:
1. Use different diction (word choices).  One narrator could sound educated, another uneducated, and perhaps the third narrator could sound like he/she is under the influence of drugs or alcohol or from another part of the country/world or sleep deprived or...let your imagination run wild.
2. Use different syntax (sentence construction).  One narrator could ask a lot of questions.  One could speak exclusively in run-ons.  Or fragments.  Or exclamatory sentences!
3. Use a different style of narration, as Faulkner did.  Try to write one narrative in interior monologue, which is a logical presentation of thoughts, and another in stream of consciousness, in which the character’s thoughts are often interrupted b y sensory stimuli.  
4. What are the other possibilities?  Again, let your imagination run wild.
