	is walking

am walking

are walking

were walking
	walked
	have walked 

has walked 

	pray
	was praying

is praying
	prayed
	has prayed

Lesson 37: Present, Past, and Future Tenses
Present tense = Base form

Past tense


For regular verbs, add –d or –ed to the base


For irregular verbs, consult page 133 of WB

Future tense = “will” + base form

Examples: 
	Base word
	Present
	Past
	Future

	walk
	walk
	walked
	will walk

	yawn
	yawn
	yawned
	will yawn

	run (irregular verb)
	run
	ran
	will run


Lesson 38: Perfect Tenses

Present Perfect Tense = “has” or “have” + past participle 

Past Perfect Tense = “had” + past participle

Future Perfect Tense = “will have” + past participle

Examples:

	Base word
	Present perfect tense
	Past perfect tense
	Future perfect tense

	walk
	Has walked
Have walked
	Had walked
	Will have walked

	yawn
	Has yawned
Have yawned
	Had yawned
	Will have yawned


Lesson 40

Progressive Form=

The appropriate tense of the verb “be” + the present participle

	Present Progressive
	They are joking.

	Past Progressive
	They were joking.

	Future Progressive
	They will be joking.

	Present Perfect Progressive
	They have been joking.

	Past Perfect Progressive
	They had been joking.

	Future Perfect Progressive
	They will have been joking.


Emphatic Form=

[do, does, or did] + base form of verb

	Present Emphatic
	I do need a new pair of running shoes.

	Present Emphatic
	Amy does have the prettiest pike on the team.

	Past Emphatic
	You did have a lot of accidents last year.
