Characters

Setting

Point of view


Write a paragraph—perhaps a short paragraph—describing the point of view from which the story is being told.  Briefly, “point of view” means who tells the story and how it gets told.  I have included a description of various points of view below:

1.  Omniscient point of view:  the story is told in 3rd person (he, she, it) by a narrator whose knowledge is unlimited.
2.  Third-person limited point of view:  the story is told in the 3rd person, but from the viewpoint of one character in the story.

3.  First-person point of view:  the author disappears into one of the characters, who tells the story in the first person (I, we).  

4.  Objective point of view:  the narrator disappears into a kind of roving sound camera.This camera can go anywhere but can record only what is seen and heard.

Theme
